Install and maintain flood 
alarms

Correct grading 
around foundation

Install window well 
covers (where fire escape 

requirements permit)*

Clean eaves troughs & 
extend downspouts

Install & maintain a 
backwater valve

Test sump pump, install 
backup pump & power 

supply*

Landlord Flood Protection Action Items

Keep floor drains clear Select water resistant 
furnishings and store 

electronics off the floor

Store valuables and 
hazardous materials 

watertight containers

Remove debris from 
nearest storm drain or 

ditch & culvert
