The County of Dufferin’s Home Ownership 

Program is designed to provide moderate 

income households with an interest free 

down payment assistance loan/second 

mortgage to help purchase a home.

 
There are no monthly mortgage payments, 

repayment is only required when the 

property is sold or terms of the loan are not 

fulfilled (loan amount and % of capital gain) 

and the full amount is forgivable after 20 

years if the house is not resold.

 
The County of Dufferin can provide up to ten 

percent (10%) of the purchase price of the 

home to a maximum of $60,911.
